We do not fake small-caps or bold, but only glyphs which can be constructed without
altering the original design. We use mtx files supplied by fontinst for this purpose.
mtx files can also be used to set or alter the kerning of glyphs. For LibrisADF, we use
an mtx file to set the kerning of alternate characters equal to that of their standard
counterparts.
